Year rr itudents aie working towards their Certificate
ll il Anirnal Sttrdies and other students at the scho6l are provided
with opportunities to gain skitls in retait, business and animat
studies. The partners operate a shop where the students undertake
work experlence. The students have taken on the responsibility of
tatkinq to the public, showing what the dogs can do, and teaching
other students what to do. Students have become jncreasingly
more socia[, better communicators and have more interaction
with each other and the community. Part+ime emptoyment has
increasedind the senior students earn money from dog trainiirg
and grooming ra$ile studying fo-i their Vocatioriai Educition and
Training certifi cation.
